Book sales
and membership renewals were also brisk. The event kicked off a busy seven days leading to
FOLTC’s ability to once more supply funds to help our beloved libraries remain the very best.
Although the event is now “over”, it really is a year-long operation thanks to the steady flow of
donated books that need sorting and storing. Sandi Vaughan is the first sorter and finds many
books to add directly to the libraries’ shelves. This adds quality to the libraries offerings for
free, saving cash at a major level. Debbie Phillips in Hiawassee receives donated books, sorts
them for her needs and contacts us when she has enough to warrant a trip. These are added
to the Young Harris donations and sorted, priced and stored in the back room for the next sale.

The frenetic, sale preparation activity begins about a month before the sale as we set up the
room and try to remember everything that worked well in previous years and things we knew
we would modify as improvements for the current year. During this time the need for many
volunteers is substantial and over the past several years, as well as this one, this need has
always been answered in fine form. Although moving tables, shelves and heavy boxes full of
books can be tedious, it always turns out to be a fun-filled and rewarding chore. Sorted and
priced books fill the tables and shelves and bright signs help our customers find their favorites.
We always find ourselves near panic just before the sale starts but are somehow always ready.

The bake sale this year was highly profitable and our FOLTC chefs outdid themselves in
response to our bake sale committee’s requests for goodies. The bakers also recognized that
our volunteers expended lots of calories and were very kind in supplying samples for the staff.
The famous fried apple pies disappeared nearly instantly as did many brownies, pies, cupcakes,
cakes and home-baked bread. The combined efforts of the committee and our generous
members made this an outstanding bake sale!

During the sale, raffle tickets were sold for a beautiful afghan and the winner was Janice
Cochran. Thanks for your contribution and enjoy your afghan.

We are always indebted to the wonderful library staff. They endure our invasion each
year as we take over their kitchen and ask them a multitude of questions as we seek the pencil
sharpener, rubber bands and the proper way to use the copier.

It looks like our library projects are at least on the state’s radar. | had to submit “justification” documents
outlining the need for the projects and our funding in August. If you have a chance to write, call, or e-malil
State Representative Stephen Allison or Senator Jim Butterworth, please ask them to support our
Towns County Library Renovation and Addition Projects — especially Towns County Public Library!

Since our fiscal year 2011 ended on June 30th, | wanted to share a few statistics on the use of our libraries
during the year. According to the Governor’s Office of Planning and Budget and the US Census Bureau the
population of Towns County is 11,540. A whopping 63.75% of the citizens of Towns County have a valid,
active library card — a total of 7,357. When you consider that many of our families use a single card for the
family, you can see that our county loves and uses its libraries!

Our library users checked out 103,262 items from our libraries — including books, audiobooks, DVDs, puzzles,
computer software, park and zoo passes, and even novelty cake pans! That is about 9 items per capita —
more than double the state average.

69,503 people used our libraries — or more than 6 library visits per capita.

Our 73 children’s programs attracted 2,751 attendees — these included special bedtime story times, a Dr.
Seuss birthday story time, summer reading program, and other seasonal and special events.

Library users used library technology resources of Wi-Fi, in-house computers, and online catalogs for
44,627 sessions. And our library website was visited more than 1.9 million times!

We had 19 volunteers donate more than 1,500 hours of their time to our libraries — shelving books and
helping with events and fundraising.

Despite the severe budget cuts, we were able to add 4,737 new titles to library collections — the vast
majority directly through efforts of the Friends! Between direct funding, adding materials from items
donated, adoptions of authors, and donations in honor or memory of Friends members or family, the Friends
of the Libraries of Towns County were responsible for 87.34% of all new materials added to Towns County’s
libraries in FY2011.

I want to thank our amazingly wonderful library staff members who provide the kind of service that makes
our libraries places our citizens want to visit. They always go above and beyond.

Thanks to all the Friends who donated their time, talents, and treasures to provide the resources our libraries
need to meet the needs of our Citizens.

Thanks to our cities of Young Harris and Hiawassee for their continuing support. And to the Board of
Education who despite severe budget cuts of their own and having to reduce their support level, continued
to fund the library.

And special thanks to our Commissioner Bill Kendall for his support and leadership. Without his picking up
the funding cut by the Board of Education in FY2011, we would have lost state funding. In addition, his
Commissioner’s Challenge Grant, which matched Friends funds of $5,000, allowed us to replace our 10 year
old children’s early learning computers at MRL. They have been really popular and were so needed.

We are so blessed to have such a great support network for our libraries and our citizens.

And finally, I want to wish one of our long-time staffers — Jean Nichols — a happy, healthy, and lengthy
retirement! Her retirement was effective at the end of August. Though we called her “Mean Jean” as a joke,
Jean has been a joy to our library staff and our library users and we will certainly miss her! We hope she will
be back to visit us often.
